On March 12, 2021, Cyclacel Pharmaceuticals, Inc. (the “Company”) entered into an Underwriting Agreement (the “Underwriting Agreement”)
with Oppenheimer & Co. Inc., as representative of the underwriters identified therein (collectively, the “Underwriters”), pursuant to which the Company
agreed to issue and sell 1,807,143 shares of common stock, $0.001 par value per share, at a public offering price of $7.00 per share (the “Offering”). Under
the terms of the Underwriting Agreement, the Company granted the Underwriters a 30-day option to purchase up to an additional 271,071 shares of
common stock at the public offering price, less underwriting discounts and commissions. The Company expects to receive approximately $12.65 million in
net proceeds from the Offering (excluding the over-allotment option), after deducting underwriting discounts and commissions and estimated offering
expenses payable by the Company. The shares are being offered and sold pursuant to the Company’s effective registration statement on Form S-3
(Registration No. 333-231923), which was declared effective by the Securities Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) on June 21, 2019, and the base
prospectus included therein, as amended and supplemented by the preliminary prospectus supplement filed with the SEC on March 12, 2021, and the final
prospectus supplement filed with the SEC on March 15, 2021. The Offering is expected to close on or about March 16, 2021, subject to satisfaction of
customary closing conditions. The Company intends to use the net proceeds from the Offering to support the Company’s growth strategy and for working
capital and general corporate purposes, including research and development expenses, and capital expenditures.

The Underwriting Agreement contains customary representations, warranties and covenants of the Company, customary conditions to closing,
indemnification obligations of the Company and the Underwriters, and termination and other provisions customary for transactions of this nature. All of the
Company’s executive officers and directors have also agreed not to sell or transfer any securities of the Company held by them for a period of 90 days from
March 12, 2021, subject to limited exceptions.

There are
no documents required to be filed with the Commission in connection with the transaction contemplated hereby that (x) have not been filed as
required pursuant to the Securities Act or (y) will not be filed within the requisite time period. There are no contracts or other documents required
to be described in the Prospectus or the Prospectus Supplement, or to be filed as exhibits or schedules to the Registration Statement, which have
not been described or filed as required. The press releases disseminated by the Company during the twelve months preceding the date of this
Agreement taken as a whole do not contain any untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein or
necessary in order to make the statements therein, in light of the circumstances under which they were made and when made, not misleading.

Neither the Company nor any of its directors and officers has
distributed and none of them will distribute, prior to the Closing Date, any offering material in connection with the offering and sale of the Shares other
than the Prospectus, the Prospectus Supplement, the Registration Statement, any Permitted Free Writing Prospectus, and copies of the documents
incorporated by reference therein. The Company shall not file any such amendment or supplement to which the Representative shall reasonably object in
writing.

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4.16  Shareholder Rights Plan. No claim will be made or enforced by the Company or, with the consent of the Company, any other Person, that
any Underwriter of the Shares is an “Acquiring Person” under any control share acquisition, business combination, poison pill (including any distribution
under a rights agreement) or similar anti-takeover plan or arrangement in effect or hereafter adopted by the Company, or that any Underwriter of Shares
could be deemed to trigger the provisions of any such plan or arrangement, by virtue of receiving Shares.

4.17  Reservation of Common Stock. As of the date hereof, the Company has reserved and the Company shall continue to reserve and keep
available at all times, free of preemptive rights, a sufficient number of shares of Common Stock for the purpose of enabling the Company to issue the
Closing Shares plus the number of Option Shares issuable pursuant to the Over-Allotment Option.

DEFAULT BY UNDERWRITERS

If on the Closing Date or any Option Closing Date, if any, any Underwriter shall fail to purchase and pay for the portion of the Closing Shares or
Option Shares, as the case may be, which such Underwriter has agreed to purchase and pay for on such date (otherwise than by reason of any default on the
part of the Company), the Representative, or if the Representative is the defaulting Underwriter, the non-defaulting Underwriters, shall use their reasonable
efforts to procure within 36 hours thereafter one or more of the other Underwriters, or any others, to purchase from the Company such amounts as may be
agreed upon and upon the terms set forth herein, the Closing Shares or Option Shares , as the case may be, which the defaulting Underwriter or
Underwriters failed to purchase. If during such 36 hours the Representative shall not have procured such other Underwriters, or any others, to purchase the
Closing Shares or Option Shares, as the case may be, agreed to be purchased by the defaulting Underwriter or Underwriters, then (a) if the aggregate
number of Closing Shares or Option Shares, as the case may be, with respect to which such default shall occur does not exceed 10% of the Closing Shares
or Option Shares, as the case may be, covered hereby, the other Underwriters shall be obligated, severally, in proportion to the respective numbers of
Closing Shares or Option Shares, as the case may be, which they are obligated to purchase hereunder, to purchase the Closing Shares or Option Shares, as
the case may be, which such defaulting Underwriter or Underwriters failed to purchase, or (b) if the aggregate number of Closing Shares or Option Shares,
as the case may be, with respect to which such default shall occur exceeds 10% of the Closing Shares or Option Shares, as the case may be, covered hereby,
the Company or the Representative will have the right to terminate this Agreement without liability on the part of the non-defaulting Underwriters or of the
Company except to the extent provided in Article VI hereof. In the event of a default by any Underwriter or Underwriters, as set forth in this Article V, the
applicable Closing Date may be postponed for such period, not exceeding seven days, as the Representative, or if the Representative is the defaulting
Underwriter, the non-defaulting Underwriters, may determine in order that the required changes in the Prospectus or in any other documents or
arrangements may be effected. The term “Underwriter” includes any Person substituted for a defaulting Underwriter. Any action taken under this Section
shall not relieve any defaulting Underwriter from liability in respect of any default of such Underwriter under this Agreement.
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ARTICLE VI.
INDEMNIFICATION

6.1 Indemnification of the Underwriters. Subject to the conditions set forth below, the Company agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the
Underwriters, and each dealer selected by each Underwriter that participates in the offer and sale of the Shares (each a “Selected Dealer”) and each of their
respective directors, officers and employees and each Person, if any, who controls such Underwriter or any Selected Dealer (“Controlling Person”) within

of, the Company in connection with the marketing of the offering of the Shares, including any “road show” or investor presentations made to investors by
the Company (whether in person or electronically); or (iii) any application or other document or written communication (in this Article VI, collectively
called “application”) executed by the Company or based upon written information furnished by the Company in any jurisdiction in order to qualify the
Shares under the securities laws thereof or filed with the Commission, any state securities commission or agency, Trading Market or any securities
exchange; or the omission or alleged omission therefrom of a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein, in light
of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading, unless such statement or omission was made in reliance upon and in conformity with
written information furnished to the Company with respect to the applicable Underwriter by or on behalf of such Underwriter expressly for use in the
Preliminary Prospectus Supplement, the Registration Statement, Prospectus or Prospectus Supplement, or any amendment or supplement thereto, or in any
application, as the case may be. With respect to any untrue statement or omission or alleged untrue statement or omission made in the Preliminary
Prospectus Supplement, the indemnity agreement contained in this Section 6.1 shall not inure to the benefit of an Underwriter to the extent that any loss,
liability, claim, damage or expense of such Underwriter results from the fact that a copy of the Prospectus was not given or sent to the Person asserting any
such loss, liability, claim or damage at or prior to the written confirmation of sale of the Shares to such Person as required by the Securities Act and the
rules and regulations thereunder, and if the untrue statement or omission has been corrected in the Prospectus, unless such failure to deliver the Prospectus
was a result of non-compliance by the Company with its obligations under this Agreement. The Company agrees promptly to notify each Underwriter of
the commencement of any litigation or proceedings against the Company or any of its officers, directors or Controlling Persons in connection with the issue
and sale of the Shares or in connection with the Registration Statement or Prospectus.
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6.2 Procedure. If any action is brought against an Underwriter, a Selected Dealer or a Controlling Person in respect of which indemnity may
be sought against the Company pursuant to Section 6.1, such Underwriter, such Selected Dealer or Controlling Person, as the case may be, shall promptly
notify the Company in writing of the institution of such action and the Company shall assume the defense of such action, including the employment and
fees of counsel (subject to the reasonable approval of such Underwriter or such Selected Dealer, as the case may be) and payment of actual expenses. Such
Underwriter, such Selected Dealer or Controlling Person shall have the right to employ its or their own counsel in any such case, but the fees and expenses

upon, and in strict conformity with, written information furnished to the Company with respect to such Underwriter by or on behalf of such Underwriter
expressly for use in such Preliminary Prospectus Supplement, if any, the Registration Statement or Prospectus or any amendment or supplement thereto or
in any such application. In case any action shall be brought against the Company or any other Person so indemnified based on the Preliminary Prospectus
Supplement, the Registration Statement, Prospectus or Prospectus Supplement, or any amendment or supplement thereto or any application, and in respect
of which indemnity may be sought against such Underwriter, such Underwriter shall have the rights and duties given to the Company, and the Company
and each other Person so indemnified shall have the rights and duties given to such Underwriter by the provisions of this Article VI.

7.1 Termination.
