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Item 8.01 Other Events.

As previously disclosed, on January 11, 2019, Cyclacel Pharmaceuticals, Inc., a Delaware corporation (the “Company”) received notice from the
Listing Qualifications staff (the "Staff") of The Nasdaq Stock Market LL.C ("Nasdaq") indicating that, based upon the closing bid price of the Company’s
common stock (the “Common Stock™) for the previous 30 consecutive business days, the Company no longer satisfied the requirement to maintain a
minimum bid price of $1.00 per share, as required by Nasdaq Listing Rule 5450(a)(1) (the “Bid Price Rule”). In accordance with the Nasdaq Listing Rules,
the Company was afforded 180 days, or until July 7, 2019, to regain compliance with the Bid Price Rule by evidence of a closing bid price of at least $1.00
per share for a minimum of 10 consecutive business days. Thereafter, the Company had been afforded a second 180-calendar day compliance period, or
until January 6, 2020, to regain compliance with the Bid Price Rule since the Company notified Nasdaq of its intent to cure the deficiency by effecting a
reverse stock split in order to regain compliance therewith.

The Company was unable to regain compliance with the Bid Price Rule by January 6, 2020. Accordingly, on January 7, 2020, the Company received
a letter from the Staff notifying it that its Common Stock and preferred stock would be subject to delisting from Nasdaq unless the Company timely
appealed Nasdaq’s determination to a Nasdaq Listing Qualifications Panel (the “Panel”). The Company timely appealed Nasdaq’s determination to the
Panel.

On March 23, 2020, the Company received written notification that the Panel granted the Company an extension for continued listing through June
12, 2020. If the Company does not regain compliance with the Bid Price Rule by June 12, 2020, the Company's Common Stock and preferred stock would
be subject to delisting from Nasdagq.
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
